Dear C.J,

I wanted to take this opportunity to formally thank you for the True Lies presentation that
you facilitated here at the Wood County Juvenile Detention Center. Being that our
Detention Center is a correctional facility designed to detain children for short periods of
time, the topics that you covered were practically custom made for our population. T
have found that the only way to get many of the at-risk youth we deal with to improve
their lives and their situations is to find a mechanism to get them to value themselves. As
you are well aware, often times this is a very difficult endeavor. In addition to the fact
that many of the young people we deal with come from dysfunctional family
environments, there is also the pervasive issue of the garbage and filth that our culture at
large spoon feeds to anyone who is willing listen. Most children are susceptible to these
unhealthy messages due to their age, but the children we deal with also have very little
home/community support to counteract what they get exposed to. This can be a recipe
for disaster.

Your message is similar to what I try to get across to the young people I deal with on a
daily basis. If you do not value yourself enough to monitor and control what you expose
yourself to, you will be desensitized to the dangerous, deadly and immoral consequences
of your actions. And, it may be too late to correct or fix the problems that you have
encountered after the fact. As I stated earlier, it is my opinion that True Lies is a
wonderful message that is directly and immediately relevant to any population of young
people, particularly to the youths that are temporarily detained here at the Wood County
Juvenile Detention Center. THANKS AGAIN C.J.!!
